What you need to know about Registering with Selective Service:

· Federal Law states that all 18 year old men must register within 30 days of their 18th birthday (you may register any time 30 days before to 30 days after your birthday).

· Register online at www.sss.gov; go to your local post office and complete a registration form; or, on the FAFSA check “yes” on box #29.

· If you fail to register, you cannot qualify for federal student grants or loans for college, job training benefits and many state and federal jobs.

· See your counselor if you need more details.
