Trade/Technical schools vs 4 year colleges

Not all high school seniors are cut out for college.  For a lot of people, going to a 4 year college seems like an automatic choice.  Their reasons are obvious – more income.  According to the National Center of Educational Statistics, a college degree accounted for $15,000 in additional income per year versus a high school diploma ($30,000 vs. $45,000).  Over a thirty year career in the workplace, that adds up to a $450,000 difference.  The average bachelor’s degree in the United States costs $127,000.  The average trade school degree will cost $33,000.  Another advantage to a trade school job is that the chances of your job being exported to another country is extremely rare.  It is much easier to export computer programming work or other information economy work than it is to export carpentry or electrical work.  The Average Plumber makes between $47,133 - $61,997 a year!  The average Electrician makes between $52,765 - $66,603 a year!  Most of these types of jobs offer onsite training.
